He completely
renovated the campus including, the cafeteria and proceeded to build 3 brand new baseball fields,
basketball courts, and a softball field all with excellent drainage and state of the art irrigation

systems. The largest newly constructed building is the 6000 square foot clubhouse, modeled after those
used by Major League teams. Also constructed were a year round dorm, administration building,
infirmary, along with new bunkhouses to provide housing for 175 overnight guests, and a conference
center.

"This was a bigger project than we imagined when we started in March of 2002, but after a lot of hard
work by the staff, the facility we built is beautiful. It is nice to be recognized and | appreciate the
Berkshire Visitors Bureau commendation. We have provided kids with a professional facility where they
have an opportunity to learn about themselves and sports from the pros.”
